Before turning on the fridge, please let it settle for 2 hours after you have moved into position.

There are some important factors to consider when purchasing a bar fridge for your
entertaining area, be it indoors or outdoors. This information leaflet will help to answer some of
those questions and assist with making the decision of location and installation a little easier.

Starting Up:

All fridges should not be turned on for a minimum of 2 hours after relocation, transport or
movement. Oil in the compressor will be relocated to the walls of narrow ducts and needs to
find it's way back before operation. Failure to let a fridge 'settle’ can result in compressor failure
and an expensive repair which is not covered under warranty.

Stocking/Filling your fridge:

The fridge will run more efficiently when it is FULL of product. These are large commercial
fridges. This is because the fridge has to only chill about 25% of the air volume of what it would
normally chill if empty. When first starting a new fridge, it's best to load it up with drinks and let
it run for 24 hours. This effectively runs it in and will settle into its normal operation.

The thermostat control in most commercial fridges has a variance of 3- 5oc, this means that if
you set it for 2oc, it will turn off at 2oc, but will need to get to 5-7oc before it starts up again. As
the Chillmax fridges have an electronic display and you see 7oc, don't panic, it's perfectly
normal as the temperature probe is measuring the air temperature, and not the temperature of
your drinks. Without being too scientific, the air temp may get to 7,but the drinks will only have
raised 1-2oc from when the fridge turned off, so they will only need to a little while and they will
be back to 2oc again.

Ventilation, the fridges require minimal ventilation, however they do vent from the back,
therefore a space of at least 20mm is required to the sides and top of the unit (40mm at the
rear). The units require air to circulate so that when warm air is vented from the rear, it can
easily rise and clear rather than being recirculated back in to the cool air inlet. Failure to provide
adequate ventilation will make a fridge work harder, lower its life expectancy and increase your
energy consumption.

If you plan to build in, please observe the minimum clearances and do not fit a trim panel to the
top, this will prevent heat dissipation.
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Can | use the fridge outside in my outdoor entertaining area?

Yes, fridges are fine to be located outside, but there are many variables that will affect the
performance of the fridge. Direct Sunlight will impede fridge performance, it is recommended
that the unit be in a covered area and in no way in contact with sunlight or other variables that
will heat up the area in which the fridge is located.

Glass door fridges work harder than a normal domestic fridge, especially when your desired
temperature is quite low for beer chilling, approx 2 degrees. Exposure or contact with sun, rain,
water, sea salt air or heat sources should be avoided at all times. Fridges located inside will
generally perform more efficiently due to the average lower temperature

For outdoor units on days of prolonged extreme heat ie 350C or greater, you should consider
your use, ensure the unit has adequate ventilation, or turning off.

Ambient Temperature, this is the actual temperature of the outside air in the area the fridge is
located. All units are tested between 32oc > and 43oc ambient, however this is just a test, and
the units have to work extra hard in this environment. When ambient temperatures exceed
300c it takes far longer for the units to get to the set temperature. If you're planning a party on
a hot day, we'd recommend filling the fridge the night before with as many cold ones as possible
to help the fridge maintain the temperature during the hot day. Adding warm drinks on a hot day
can take a long time to chill, especially when the doors are being opened and closed repeatedly
by you and your guests. Condensation can and will occur on the doors, depending on the
humidity levels in your area, it is normal and unavoidable in some areas and weather conditions.

Noise:

These are acommercial fridge, the DB rating is between 45-55dB, you will hear the compressor
cut in and out as the fridges goes through the normal operation and it is not unusual for a
compressor to turn on/off up to 10 times per hour, a normal domestic fridge may be around
35dB.

Caring for your fridge

Due Care and Maintenance should always be undertaken to prevent any deterioration to the
cosmetic appearance of your unit, especially for units located outside and/or in near coastal
areas. It is recommended to wipe down the unit with warm soapy water on a weekly basis.
Stainless Steel models are 304 grade stainless, and are not "Rust Proof" please adhere to the
care and maintenance instruction above.
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Service & Repairs:

In the rare or unfortunate event that you require help or service, please contact us directly. This
item is sold with 12 month manufactures parts warranty, to the original purchaser.

Before calling for service, please read all instructions carefully, and ensure the item is correctly
setup. When you call for service, we will require your assistance to "Trouble Shoot" the item,
this may involve sending us photos and also requiring your help ruling out any other issues,
before we can consider. Your cooperation and patience will help us resolve sooner.

Until the exact nature of any reported fault is determined, the solution Premierhouse can offer
may vary. The warranty will be void if unauthorised inspection, service, modification or
tampering has occurred.

Please Note:

Parts are free, service calls are not included, item can be returned to/from at buyers cost for
free repair. If the unit is found to be Dead on Arrival, Premier House will at its discretion, repair
or replace at no cost to the customer.

If the unit is returned as DOA, Premier House will check the unit, if it is not DOA
as described, the unit cannot be refunded and freight costs apply.
